Communication A​rtist’s statement:​                           /level 

Your  formal statement of no more than 200 words should include the title of the work, your name, the type of 

media, dimensions, and a brief description of the work’s technical aspects.  Most importantly, state the purpose 

of your book to reflect the theme of “Freedom to Read” and why you chose what you did.  For instance, what 

did you hope viewers would guess from your work?  What did you want to say the most?  What do you hope 

people will ask?  What will you ask them? 

● Communicates and expresses ideas and information for different audiences  

and for a specific setting with a high degree of clarity.
